[ am writing to let you know that, during the final half term, starting 2d June 2025, your child’s
class will be taking part in lessons which will focus on the relationships and sex education (RSE)
aspect of this programme. These lessons are statutory in Primary schools and are part of the
science and PSHE curriculum. Lessons in year 1 and 2 will include pupils learning about the
special people in our lives and how we care for one another, how we change as we grow, and to
name different parts of the body, including genitalia. Pupils will also have opportunities to ask
questions.

PSHE education is taught throughout the school in every year group and is monitored and
reviewed regularly by the staff and governing body. All PSHE teaching takes place in a safe
learning environment and is underpinned by our school ethos and values.
